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I. GENERAL


The placement of markers and monuments on graves is a time-honored tradition and an expression of love and remembrance for those who have passed.  The Happy Homestead Cemetery District encourages the placement of such monuments and markers which are consistent with the policy of the District set forth below.
II.
DEFINITIONS


2.1
“District” shall mean the Happy Homestead Cemetery District.


2.2
“Manager” shall mean the District Manager of the Happy Homestead Cemetery District.


2.3
“Cemetery” shall mean the Happy Homestead Cemetery in South Lake Tahoe, California.


2.4
“Marker” and “Monument” shall mean any headstone, grave marker, monument or plaque of any description placed at or near an interment in the Cemetery to commemorate a person or persons interred in the Cemetery.

III.  POLICY


3.1
It is the policy of the Happy Homestead Cemetery District to encourage the placement of monuments, markers and plaques (hereinafter collectively “markers”) on or near the interred remains of loved ones to commemorate their lives and mark the location of their remains in the Cemetery.  

3.2
Although such markers, as well as their placement and installation, must conform to the Rules and Regulations of the District, District does not own or control any such marker.  Accordingly, the District, its Trustees, officers, managers and employees are not responsible for the loss or damage to any marker, unless such loss or damage is the result of the negligence or misconduct a Trustee, officer, manager or employee of the District.

3.3
It is the responsibility of the purchasers of markers, or the family of such purchasers or the family of the deceased to maintain all markers placed in the Cemetery, to maintain the markers in a safe condition, and to repair all damage to markers resulting from any cause other than the negligence or misconduct a Trustee, officer, manager or employee of the District.

3.4
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the District reserves the right to repair or remove any marker the District deems, in its sole discretion, to be in an unsafe condition and which might pose a threat to the safety of the public or employees of the District.

3.5
If a damaged marker has been in place in the Cemetery for 25 years, and if the District is unable to locate a family member responsible for the care and upkeep of the marker the District may, at its sole discretion, elect to either repair, remove or replace a damaged marker.

IV. MARKER RULES & REGULATIONS

4.1.
MATERIALS - The District permits burial markers only if they are made of granite, and bronze.

 MARKER TYPES AND DIMENSIONS

In-ground burial markers generally are of several varieties:




a.
Bronze Marker



b.
Flat Marker




c.
Upright Monuments
In-ground flat markers shall be set flush and level with the grade of the lot so that the marker will not be damaged by power equipment used to maintain the grounds.

A full-size marker will be permitted on each 12 square feet of grave space, therefore, two markers can be placed on a 24 square foot grave and three markers can be placed on a 36 square foot grave

a.
In-ground cremation interments are permitted to have

only a flat marker and the size may not exceed 28” by 16”.  
b.
Cremation interments throughout the cemetery
are permitted to have flat markers not exceeding 28” by 16” by 4” thickness and may be installed without a base.

Full size markers shall not exceed a measurement of 16” x 28” including a cement border. This measurement also applies to all double markers.

Double markers will no longer be permitted to be placed between graves where the marker has to be removed to make the second burial. The only blocks where these markers will be permitted to be set in such a manner will be in Blocks 1 through 59. Double markers will be permitted to be placed between graves when both graves are occupied and shall not exceed 18” x 36.
On infant or cremation lots with 12 square feet of lot space or less, only markers measuring 8” x 16” will be permitted.

Due to access and maintenance requirements, upright monuments 
are permitted in designated areas only.  The numbers of upright markers 
and the specific plots on which they may be places are limited due to 
the need to have accessibility to install such markers and to access the 
property for maintenance purposes.  See Cemetery personnel for these 
designated areas.

.4
No monument or marker in Block J may exceed 38” in height, including granite foundation. Block O upright markers may not exceed 34” in height.

No single plot marker in Block J shall be no larger than 12” deep, by 
                     28” wide by 38” high.  Side-by-side double-plot markers shall not be 
                     larger than 12” by 48” wide by 38” high, in Block O the same applies  

                     except markers shall not exceed 34” height.
4.3
INSTALLATION



.1
 Markers are to be set by cemetery employees or persons 
                     authorized by the Board of Trustees only.


.2
Bronze markers, shall be installed by using a permanent, 
                     weather-proof silicone adhesive between the marker and the base, in 
                    sufficient quantity to securely adhere the marker to the base and prevent 
                    its slippage or movement in any way.



.3
Any marker that is greater than 12” in height above the base 

shall be installed using pins drilled into the concrete foundation and the marker itself, in addition to the adhesive required of all markers.

Markers are to be made of the best granite or U.S. Bronze and must be accepted by the Superintendent as being in conformity with the rules and regulations of the cemetery before being installed in the cemetery.
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
